Fees, rates, and specifications are subject to change. Prices quoted are per person, based upon special rates negotiated with the airlines and other suppliers, the group
size on September 17, 2010, and require group deposits to be received by tour suppliers on September 20, 2010 (Your deposit will be included in the group deposit and
your rate will be guaranteed if received by 9/17/10). Space and rate is subject to availability if deposit is received after 9/17/10. The air tickets issued are restricted
economy class, non-refundable, and require advance purchase. Prices quoted for Europe are based upon a group size of 15 or more people registered by 9/17/10. Should
the group size decrease below 15 people for any segment a rate increase of $25 to $95 may occur. Should the group size decrease below 10 people for any segment a
rate increase of approximately $195 may occur or at the option of Alpine Adventures and/or Ski Europe, that segment may be cancelled. The current total fee for US
and foreign departure taxes, security fees, fuel surcharges, and passenger facility charges (Airport taxes and fees) is $395 and is included in the trip fees above. This fee
is subject to change.
